After the data collection freeze, the Spring enrollment numbers were: 9%
increase in admittance, 8% increase in newly registered graduate students, and an overall 13%
increase in graduate enrollment. Several new graduate programs in Social Work are now listed
on the graduate application as a Master’s in Social Work. Mr. Patrick Wilson joined the
admissions team as a fulltime admission specialist. Mr. Mitch Powell reminded the council that
the Spring Commencement is cancelled. Graduation schedule has been revised and additional
information has been posted on the UNA website. Priority registration opened at that time, and
for everyone else it was pushed to April 6™. Ms. Shauna James reported that financial aid is
working to process awards for summer and fall 2020. Dr. Joy Borah reported that there are
three new programs that have been approved, Applied Manufacturing Engineering, Ph.D. in
Exercise Science, and the Master’s in Social Work. The University Graduate Grading Policy is
about the writing policy. The GAC had formed a work group to look at the graduate grading
policy. They presented a recommendation which was approved by the council and moved
forward to the COAD where the policy was also approved.
